Children will have weekly tasks of reading, spelling and times tables or work on number bonds.

The children will receive weekly spellings via Class Dojo. These will consist of words we are practising
through our Sounds-Write lessons and some words which children should know by the end of KS1.

Your child will also be set a maths focus via Class Dojo to practise at home in their homework books. This
will be followed by a maths quiz on Friday mornings.

On Wednesdays, the Wednesday Word will be sent out to read as a family, which talks about this week’s
Gospel.

Reading

Reading should be completed at home as often as possible. Please make sure you sign your
child’s reading record each time you read with them.

Children can change their book when they have completed it. Your child will also bring home
a ‘reading for pleasure’ book from our school library.

We will also be encouraging children to read a variety of books in school time via our
classroom library.

Regular whole class reading lessons will be taught in class every week as well as in our daily
English lessons.

Equipment/Resources needed
Please remember to bring in your water bottle each day. They can be refilled during each day.

Our PE days are Tuesday and Wednesday, so the children will need to come to school wearing
their PE kit on those days. Our PE Kit is our school PE T-shirt, plain black joggers/leggings/
shorts and trainers with a plain black hoodie (no logo).
